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VPN received a Nephrology referral for a 46 year old female patient diagnosed with renal
failure. The patient has been treated multiple times in the specialist’s office and was
hospitalized for 15 day period, and required a renal biopsy, testing and several infusions. The
specialist will continue ongoing treatment which includes extensive follow up care, additional
testing, and referrals to additional specialists. The estimated cost of care to date is well over
$270,000 and is still incurring with additional services and specialty visits as warranted.
